Directions: From Tom's West Bay: Take 72 west for
approx. 14 miles. Where 72 turns north, you turn south
(left). That will be CR 669/Coleman Rd. After about 1 mile
turn west (right) on Oviatt/Pettengill Rd. Go about 1 mile
and turn south (left) on Pearl Lake Rd. It might also have a
sign for the boat access. Go about 1 mile and turn east
(left) on Wagner Rd. The access site is about 100 feet on
right. It's easy to pass because there are driveways close

by.

If you are coming from the south on CR 669, turn west on
to Wagner Rd. There's a little more dirt road this way, but
it's the shortest route to get there if you're heading north on
669.

Note: There is no 'official' potty at this site, but there are
